Introduction
Certified sites can significantly streamline the site selection process and provide greater assurance for 
businesses looking to invest in a location.

The purpose of the following report is to provide findings 
and recommendations related to Strategic Development 
Group’s (“SDG”) review of the Mobile Gateway Park as 
part of the Burlington Northern Santa Fe (“BNSF”) Railroad’s 
Site Evaluation and Certification Program. This summary is 
based on information provided by the Mobile Gateway 
Park site team, a physical site inspection, on-site 
presentations, data generated by SDG, and a rail 
feasibility analysis prepared by BNSF.
